Bangor Church/Hershey property transfer
Weaver Land Development Plan
1. 023102 - Weaver Land Development Plan (Poultry Barn; 208 Boot Jack Road).  

a. Review and discussion of the plan and comments (Vision letter dated 9/7/24).

b. Consider any Modifications deemed necessary (above discussion) which may include (at the discretion of the Board):

i. §1.4.6.  Existing Improvements.  If existing Improvements, including Storm Water Management Facilities, on the Subject Tract do not meet the requirements of this Ordinance and/or not functioning properly, then such Improvements must be designed and upgraded to meet the requirements of this Ordinance in conjunction with an Application for Development The waiver request to NOT upgrade the Existing Pipe Culvert ONLY (old field access) while upgrading the access to a driveway for the poultry barn can be discussed a

ii. §4.4.1. to allow this plan to be processed as a preliminary/Final Land development plan.  .  

iii. §5.2.1.c & §5.3.1.C to allow the overall plan view to be at a scale of 1”=150’.  

iv. §5.2.2.A.7. to allow for the survey of a part of the property and not the entire tract.

v. §5.3.2.B.5.d.  to forego providing the size, capacity and condition of the existing Storm Water management system and any other facility that may be used to convey storm flows within the Subject Tract (various existing culverts along UNT from the driveway down to the Conestoga Creek).

vi. §8.1.1.  to forego the MININUM STANDARDS AND REQUIREMENTS (driveway culvert & stormwater conveyance ONLY).  If Land Development information indicates that existing improvements on the Subject Tract do not meet the requirements of this Section, then existing improvements on the Subject Tract must be designed and proposed to meet the requirements of this Ordinance. When the Land Development will utilize or be integrated into existing infrastructure, the existing infrastructure on the Subject Tract shall be improved to the standards of this Ordinance. (Pertains to existing field access culvert pipe and the stormwater conveyances (UNT) downstream ONLY.  
vii. §8.6.1., & §8.6.2 & §8.6.4. the modification to forego setting any concrete monuments along the road right of way and additional corners due to the agricultural nature of the lot.  

c. Consider recommending Conditional Plan Approval based upon discussions above and Vision Engineering review letter dated 9/7/24.
2. Lot Add On (annexation) Plan for Bangor Episcopal Church (2099 Main St.) & Hershey property (2095 Main St.)

a. Review and discussion of the plan and comments (Submittal from Bangor Church).

b. There is a 188 square foot parcel onto the Hershey property (over the stone wall of the Church) which is part of the Church Deed.

c. There is a 691 square foot parcel within the stone wall of the church and within the cemetery which is part of the Hershey deed.

d. They had documented this overlap in 2004 (surveyed, prepared deeds, etc.).  However, the “quit claim deeds” were never filed and recorded.  To finalize this now requires a new surveyor to prepare the required plans for filing, review and approval accordingly

e. The Township Ordinance requires that a Lot Add-on plan be prepared and submitted for review/approval.  “§1.4.2.  “No Subdivision or Land Development of any Lot, Tract or Parcel of land located within Caernarvon Township shall be effected ... unless and until in strict accordance with this Ordinance”.  

f. Consider a Modification request of:

i. §1.4.2. The owners are requesting the Board favorably consider their request to waive the above requirement of filing a new plan to correct this discrepancy that has existed several hundred years and to correct on paper what has been recognized in the field all this time.  
g. Consider making recommendations to the Township Supervisors based upon discussions above and any recommendations considering the modification request.
