Coral Reef Partners, LLC, is requesting a Special Exception in order to locate a 200,000-sf Large Solar Energy Production Facility over the landfill owned by Chester County Solid Waste Authority at 481 South Churchtown Road to provide electricity to the Wagabox facility, also located on the property, in accordance with §1002.O, in addition to providing electricity back to the utility company.
Bob Watts and Chris Toevs were both in attendance and gave the board a history of the landfill, they have a small solar area now that services the pump station, but with the new gas system they will need a lot more energy to run the scrubbers to clean the gas before it can be transported through the pipeline. The new solar field will be on the turf and will be installed by the same turf company, they will sit about 6 inches off the ground, and the feet attach to the already existing turf. They are only leasing the property that they are on the company leasing it will be responsible for the solar equipment
